Chauvel Australian Light Horse Ride 
Wednesday 9 – Wednesday 16 April | Towong Shire  
 
The Chauvel Australian Light Horse Ride is a 700km journey across rural Australia, honouring the men who served 
in the NSW and Victorian Mounted Infantry during the Boer War and helped form the Australian Light Horse 
Regiments in WWI. The ride began on Tuesday 4 March in Shepparton and will pass through Gundagai, 
Tumbarumba, Tintaldra, Corryong, and Cudgewa, finishing at the Sandy War Horse Memorial in Tallangatta in 
April. Join commemorative services at Tintaldra (9 April, 6pm), Cudgewa (14 April, 11am), and Tallangatta (16 April, 
1pm), with the event also marking the 160th anniversary of General Sir Harry Chauvel’s birth.
